1A.2. A non–technical summary of the project 
Sidama region is one of the major coffee producing regions in Ethiopia where local communities are dependent on traditional cooking with biomass fuel and open fire. The forest cover is degrading at an alarming rate by human pressure leading to rapid deforestation, low productivity (coffee Arabica needs tree shade for growth and productivity) and high indoor air pollution that causes serious health impact. 
To alleviate this problem, Sidama union in collaboration with Horn of Africa Regional Environment Center and Network (HoA-REC&N) and Fairtrade Africa has initiated carbon finance project to disseminate locally produced multipurpose improved cook stove, Multipurpose cooking stoves in Sidama region, in three selected districts for coffee producer households. 

The stoves have 54% fuel reduction from the traditional stoves and will improve productivity by reducing deforestation, reduce indoor air pollution and improve the health condition of user households, reducing GHG emission and generating carbon finance. 	
The project will be a five year project with two round renewal. It is supported through carbon finance developed with Gold Standard (GS) certification, the highest quality premium for social benefits. To fulfill the requirements of the standard, the first round Local Stakeholders Consultation (LSC) will be conducted from 23 May, 2023 at Hawassa town, Rori international hotel starting from 9:00 am to 1:30pm.

The economic, social, and environmental impacts of the project/CPA are summarized as follows: 
Social impact:
· Promote social well-being: The project will reduce the physical and health burden on girls and women due to fuel collection; this increases learning opportunities for girls and opportunities for productive and social application of time and effort for women. Reduction of burning of fuel woods in target households will cut indoor air pollutants dramatically. This will reduce child mortality and improve maternal health. The action will also improve living household sanitation.
Economic impact:
· The production, dissemination and maintenance of the improved technology will create job opportunity for the producers and generate incomes for women and youth groups in the target area.  As well as, the use of technologies will reduced the time spent for collection of fuel wood in rural communities and save money for urban residents who buy the fuel. The carbon finance will also generate additional income for technology users.

1C.1.3. Pictures from the physical meeting(s) (best practice)
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1C.2.  Minutes of physical meeting(s)
>> 
Participants of the meeting were arrived on time, registered and the meeting was started at 9:30 am. A total of 50 participants of which 21 women were attend the meeting. 
Mr. Negusu Tefera, Sustainable Energy, Carbon and urban resilience programme Coordinator, Horn of Africa regional Environment Centre and Network, introduced the day’s programme and invited the participants for self-introduction. All participants introduce themselves mentioning their name, organization and their position/responsibility. Then opening speech was made. 

>> Opening of the meeting 
The opening speech was made by Mr. Mengesha Fitamo, Aleta wondo woreda/District administration opened the meeting officially. On his speech, he mentioned the importance of the project, its contribution for forest conservation, community health and climate change mitigation. He mentioned that the project is crucial for their community especially for women and girls who spent most of their time in cooking in a harsh condition. He also appreciated all workshop participants from Cooperatives, District, Zone, region and Federal for coming to attend the consultation workshop. 

Explanation of the project 
After opening speech, presentation on was given by Mr. Negusu on the Project objective, technologies, scale, duration, implementation means and plan, and Gold Standard registration processes, Presentation of the social, economic and environmental impacts of the project was presented as per the safeguarding principles and requirements, along with potential known positive and negative impacts. Contribution of the project for sustainable development goals (SDGs) was also explained.
He also presented about global climate change by explained the objective of the consultation meeting and clarification for participants on the climate change: causes (releasing of GHGs from Industrialization, fuel wood, waste, expansion of agriculture land, land use change, urban expansion, etc) and its impacts (drought, flooding, soil erosion, high temperature etc) especially in the developing countries with pictures which are easy to understand. He extended his explanation on the climate change and carbon emission trading or climate financing, its processes ( from Initiation to registration, certification and issuance) and benefits by referring the national and international conference agreements, goals and plans/strategies and also experiences from others countries and from Oromia coffee farmers Cooperative Union that already registered under Gold Standard. He also highlighted the COP agreements and international Emission reduction and Carbon credit mechanism at developed and developing countries level and trading mechanisms.
[bookmark: _heading=h.3rdcrjn]Mr. Negusu extended his articulation that this energy efficient cook stove project is different from the usual projects and it has been following up and monitored by authorized body to ensure the emission reduction and community benefits (carbon revenues and fair-trade certification and premium fee due to carbon neutral coffee production). He explained in detail how the emission reduction particularly CO2 will be monitored and certified.
Mr. Negusu mentioned that in addition to reduce deforestation and climate change, this project has been positively impacting the life of the communities especially those vulnerable groups of the community (women and children) through reducing in-door air pollution and improving their health and save their time, labor and money.  He briefed that the present technologies are tested and certified by Ministry of Water and Energy which has the potential of reduce the fuel wood consumption by more than 53%. 
He explained in detail about the project implementation. It will be implemented in three districts namely Aleta wondo, Dale and Dara districts. He highlighted the responsibilities  of each stakeholders participating on the LSC from federal to local and He emphasize that the project owner is Sidama union and it has been implemented by their own budget or loan from bank, labor and efforts because of the project will be illegal for carbon trading if it implemented by grant or others public funds. 
Mr. Negusu continued his presentation by outlining the advantages of different improved stoves that were on display. The implementation and monitoring plan, how data will be collected and emission reduction will be calculated. 
The federal EPA representative Mrs. Tihras and the minister of water and energy Mr. Yisek strengthened the ideas that had already been raised, and Ms. Tihras emphasized that if the project will properly implement by the owner, it would have a positive impact on protecting the environment and community health. 
Additionally, Mr. Yisek emphasizes in depth the comparison of fuel-saving stoves to three-stone open stoves, their impacts on society, the environment, and the economy, as well as the costs of the existing Mirti stove up to 800ETB and the multipurpose stove from 1500 up to 2000ETB. He also suggests financing mechanism as loan or credit from finance sectors. He stressed the minister's commitment to supporting the project on the issue of technology before dissemination. 
Mr. Degnu from the Oromia Coffee Farmers Cooperative Union shared his experiences with the participants regarding the impacts of climate change, including the impacts of indoor air pollution on health problems. He also explained the advantages of carbon funding.

Questions and answers session about the project 
Mr. Ermias from Sidama Coffee farmer’s cooperative union invites participants to raise questions, comments and suggestions. 
Mr. Mengesha Fitamo from Aleto Woreda Administration highlighted the national and international efforts being made to reduce the impacts of CO2 emissions, and they expressed their appreciation for the project's idea in terms of its advantages for health, empowering women and children, increasing productivity, and generating income from carbon finance..., Mr. Mengesha explained their idea in the local language Sidamigna and he has raised a concern how these benefits would be provided for the farmers/for end users and how the financial issue would be resolved.   
Mr. Bagnu Bekele( Dale Woreda Administration) mentioned regarding the need for better technology for rural community and asked how to calculate emission reduction. Among the technology options displayed, he preferred the multipurpose stove over the other fuel-saving models because it could be made from local materials and met local cooking habit. Mr. Bagnu concluded by mentioning that, awareness for improved technologies is less among all stakeholders, including woreda experts and recommended that frequent awareness raising training of stakeholders is crucial. 
Mr. Melesse Shewa from the primary cooperative described that despite the time shortage, the discussion was productive, especially in raising awareness of the project concept. He stated that the rural community prefers to see the impacts rather than hear about them, so he reaffirmed his commitment to making the cooperative members aware.  A question regarding the initial funding to startup the project for technology production and other expenses as well as technical support was raised by Mr. Fikadu from the woreda Administration.
Ms. Zeritu W/senbet from Woreda Administration emphasizes that women are particularly vulnerable because they must collect fuel and prepare food on open three-stone stoves, both of them are harmful to their health. She continued by saying that she would appreciate it if the project went ahead as planned. Ms. Zeritu suggested to focusing on the stove more suitable with community cooking habit, sustainability of the project and facilitates training for all stakeholders.
Mr. Abebyehu Kasahun who works for the woreda Water and Energy office expressed his appreciation for the project's design, its advantages, and his dedication to work together and he emphasized that there is no barrier to distribute the technology to end users and highly recommended to start awareness creation at the local level. Additionally, Mr. Abebayehu advised including the Agriculture Office in the discussion.
He also mentioned that, the project is in line with the mission of the office
Mr. Negusu appreciated the participants for raising very important questions, comments and suggestions and reflected on questions raised. Regarding training and raising awareness of stakeholders, Mr. Negusu responded to participants that this meeting is the first meeting aimed to collect comments and questions from the participants. Continuous trainings and awareness creation will be given step by step to all stakeholders and end users. The facilitator will provide training of trainers (TOT) and they will train all members after the Feedback round meeting (provide feedback to the stakeholders on how comments received from the meeting have been considered and seek further comments from stakeholders) conducted.
For issues of initial capital, the project will be ineligible for carbon trading if it is implemented by grant or other public funds, it should be addressed by the project owner and end-user budget, labour, and efforts. There is an opportunity that pre-financing investments from the buyer, this will help to disseminate the technologies for end-users at a subsidized price and will be deducted from the carbon sales. He also emphasized that there is also a method by which the union will facilitate loan to cover the expenses that will be replaced from the sale of carbon. 
Mr. Negusu said that the remarks made regarding the agriculture office were acceptable and will in cooperates in coming training. With regards to the production and dissemination modality, Mr. Mengesha Fitamo mentioned that the women and youth group from members will be organized, trained and started production of the technologies. but he concerned about source of finance. 

Monitoring sustainable development and Grievance mechanism 
Mr. Negusu thanked the participants for their comments and suggestions and explained to the participants on a best way forward to provide inputs and grievances related to the project on an ongoing basis. He mentioned that continuous input and grievance expression book will be placed at Sidama Coffee Farmer Cooperatives Union office room no 3. Closure of the Meeting 
Mr. Negusu asked participants to fill out the evaluation forms and outlined the details of upcoming “stakeholder feedback round”. Finally, Mr. Ermias from Sidama Coffee Farmers Union closed the meeting with thanking all participants for their valuable participation.

The physical stakeholders feedback round consultation was s conducted on October 27, 2023, at Hawasa Lewi resort. 
On the meeting the project design was presented in detail to the participants and the participants give their feedback and input on the project design. Some of the feedbacks given are summarized as follows:
· The way the project designed (stove distribution, emission reduction calculation, monitoring plan), the project positive effects on health, environment, expected carbon revenues, and indoor air pollution reduction was appreciated
·  The participants inspired by the project design and decided to serve as models and begin the installation from their home.
· In terms of the incentive system, the cooperatives demonstrate a willingness to cover portion of the cost of the stove and support the installation
· Recommended that end users/farmers receive training and clarity regarding the payment process.
· Women participants appreciated the attention given to save the health. They showed their commitment to realize the project idea so that all women can benefit.
· The project design was approved by the producers, indicating that it has the potential to address the intended quantity of improved cook stoves.
From the received feedbacks, no changes in project design were made.
