A non–technical summary of the project 
Rung’eto Farmers’ Cooperative Society is one of the vibrant coffee producer organizations in Keri gaga County, Kenya. The majority of members from the society and local communities from the region are dependent on biomass fuel for heating and cooking. The county lost an average of 2.6% tree cover from 2000 to 2021. Continued deforestation for wood fuel and other land uses has degraded forest land and affected coffee productivity in the wake of climate change. The emission of carbon from inefficient cooking technologies also poses serious health risks to primary cooperative member households and the community at large.
Rungeto Farmers’ Cooperative Society has partnered with the Horn of Africa Regional Environment Center and Network (HoA-REC&N) to initiate a carbon finance project to disseminate locally produced energy saving stoves (Kuni Mbili). The stoves have 50% fuel reduction and will improve efficiency by reducing deforestation, indoor air pollution and improved health conditions for user households, reducing GHG emission and generating carbon finance. The project will be a five- year project with two round renewal.
The first round Local Stakeholders Consultation (LSC), in line with the Gold Standard requirements will be conducted on July 31, 2023 at Nokras Silveroak Hotel, Embu Town.

Summary of economic, social and environmental impacts of the Project 
>> 
The economic, social, and environmental impacts of the project are summarized as follows: 
Social impact:
· Promote social well-being: The project will reduce fuel wood consumption thereby reduces time of fuel collection, fuel expenses, fire hazard during cooking and reduce indoor air pollution. This will give them more time to involve in family care, business activities/productive use, entertainment and social services. It also reduces school dropout and provide learning opportunities for girls. 
Health impact:
· As a result of reduced indoor air pollution, the project will improve household sanitation and reduce risk of respiratory diseases and eye problem. It also reduces fire hazard (skin or body burns) during cooking. The project will reduce child mortality and improve maternal health. 
Economic impact:
· The use of improved cook stove will reduce fuel wood consumption by households and thereby reduce expense for the purchase of the fuel, create job opportunity for local stove producers and generate incomes for women and youth groups in the target area. The carbon finance will also generate additional income for technology users.

Environmental impact:
· The project will reduce deforestation and GHG emission from the use of nonrenewable biomass by replacing traditional stoves using fuel saving technologies in the target community. The technology will reduce the amount of fuel wood consumed by half and emission by 70%.

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 Minutes of physical meeting(s)
>> 
Consultation meeting participants were registered and the meeting  began at 9:20am by prayers led by Madam Joseline Kahinyu – Manager, Rungeto Coffee Growers Cooperatives Society. 
Then Mr. John Nganga from Fairtrade Africa introduced the day’s programme/agenda and invited the participants for self-introduction. All participants introduce themselves mentioning their name, organization and their position/responsibility in the community and opening speech was made. 

 >> Opening of the meeting 
The opening speech was made by Mr. Nicolas Mokaya, the County Director of Agriculture, Tharaka Nithi County and opened formally. On his speech, he mentioned the importance of the project, its contribution for forest conservation, community health and climate change mitigation. He mentioned that the project is crucial for their community especially for women and girls who spent most of their time in cooking in a harsh condition. He noted that with the ever-rising threat of climate change, coffee farmers most of whom depend on rainfed farming, remain vulnerable to extreme weather conditions and its effects on coffee yield and quality. Mr Nicolas called for the initiative be upscaled to other cooperatives and local farmers. He also appreciated all workshop participants from Cooperatives, Local administration, Member of County Assembly-Maara, National Environment Management Authority, Coffee Research Institute, Coffee Directorate Embu, The Green Belt Movement and Dedan Kimathi University of Technology attending the consultation workshop and opened the meeting. 
The  NEMA- Embu office representative highlighted the role the organization plays in enhancing green initiatives including energy saving technologies and supporting farmers in processing their Environmental Impact Assessment reports. Mr John Nganga from Fairtrade Africa (FTA) highlighted the role of they play in supporting certification and capacity building of the small holder farmers cooperatives in governance and livelihood initiatives. He confirmed FTA commitment to support the project in its design phase and ensure sustainability through the DONUTS and the continues support to fairtrade certification for the cooperatives.
  
Explanation of the project 
The project objective, technologies to be disseminated, its social, economic and environmental benefit and negative impacts of the project was presented by Mr. Negusu Tefera from Horn of Africa regional environment center and network and translated to local language by Mr. Bernard Njoroge from Fairtrade Africa, 
Mr. Negusu described the means of implementation, how the project benefit women and children, monitoring plan and sustainability of the project as per the rules and requirements of Gold Standard. He also explained the contribution of the project for meeting the sustainable development goals (SDGs). In his explanation, he mentioned that the new technology that is going to be disseminated for coffee farmers will meet at least three SDGs. 
· It will reduce emission from non-renewable biomass (SDG-13),
· It will improve the health and well-being of  local community (SDG-3)
· Reduce fuel collection time for girls, improve school enrolment and quality of education (SDG 4 and 5) and 
· It provide clean and affordable energy for the community (SDG-7)
Mr. Negusu  explained that this energy efficient cook stove project is different from the usual projects in that it is designed to meet the principles and requirements of Gold Standard to certify for carbon finance. To meet that it should follow the rules and principles of GS. Local stakeholder consultation is the first step for regular project activity and this is the first consultative meeting we called to collect comment on the project design, impact both positive and negative, implementation, and monitoring and grievance mechanism of the project. 
During the presentation eligibility of projects for carbon finance was explained. It was mentioned that carbon finance project implementation must be free from official development assistance. It was explained that the project proponent must implement the project either by its own money, loan financing or prefinance from the buyer. Different improved stoves were displayed for the participants during the meeting.

· Use of improved technology improves health, reduces on use of fuel and other benefits to reducing forest cover destruction.
2) Karanja Samuel – Rungeto
· Will the validation of the project be narrowed down to a single farmer


Response
· Third party validation will be conducted to validate all the project document. Its not feasible to validate individual cooperatives, hence the cooperatives will be validated together.

3) Hellen Nyaga – Mirichi
· Has accepted the project.
· When are the farmers going to be trained on the cookstoves development

Response
· Youths and women/selected team within the cooperatives will be trained on technology development as agreed for adoption.

4) Juliet Ndungu – Mutindwa
· How can the number of improved biomasses cookstoves be increased from 26% upwards.

Response
· Fairtrade Africa is supporting the cooperatives to create technology awareness through youth groups. However, the cooperatives have the primary roles of supporting and ensuring awareness and sensitization of the targeted users.

· Shared an example of the PES of tree plantation in his farm in Tharaka Nithi county which pays him USD100 per year.

7) Patrick Kimari -Dedan Kimathi University of Technology
· Training on how to produce the cookstoves will increase the availability and uptake.
· Members of the cooperatives encouraged to discuss on the buy-in from the farmers and ensure better understanding of the benefits and challenges of the carbon credit.
· There is need to manage expectations of the cooperatives, farmers and households on matters of carbon credits.

8) Kamurai cooperatives.
· Urged to adopt the project since its good project.
· Proper measures will be put in place to ensure fair share of returns.
· Issue of land ownership needs to be considered.
· ToTs model can be used for training on the cookstoves development and be mandated by Fairtrade to conduct awareness.
· Women to considered using cleaner and improved technologies beyond the project to avoid the burden on women from the HAP diseases.

The SFR
was conducted physically on May 17, 2024 at Embu country, Nokras silver oak
hotel.
Summarise Feedback received, including if any changes in project design were made
>>
The project design was presented for the participants and their feedback was collected. Most of them reflected the acceptance of the initiative and the benefits of the improved cook stove in terms of reduce fuel consumption, save time, reduce emission/smoke and its positive effects on health and save money. The funding model for the ICS distribution was discussed, and the management of Rung’eto and Mirichi FCS committed to supporting a credit mechanism that will assist members who need to install the ICS but may not have the cash available for payment.
Rung’eto FCS confirmed that they have ever since the first LSC, began distribution of energy efficient stove they have named “New Jiko Kisasa’. Rung’eto is also plans to distributing the stoves to neighboring Mirichi cooperatives and interests other neighboring cooperatives to increase the reach around the local community.
The participants gave feedback on the create more opportunity for women and middle age farmers interested in production and installation of the stoves. They also asked when they should expect to receive payments from sale of credits.
The project design was approved by Rung’eto FCS, indicating that it has the potential to address the intended quantity of improved cook stoves.
Therefore, According to the received comments, no changes in project design were made.
